Minutes of the Previous Meeting
These were agreed as accurate.
Matters Arising
PTS skirts was raised and MG confirmed that ambulance persons will NOT be wearing skirts for the same reasons as A&E road staff are not allowed to.  Whether or not PTS people based in the control room or at hospitals will be able to is yet unconfirmed but will be addressed in the work done with CAC.

Issues with skirts have arisen before and it was agreed at the UWG meeting sometime ago that staff would not be allowed to wear them.  Staff are saying that they were never consulted.  JW and MG are to deal.
The idea of having something on people uniform depicting their length of service was discussed and several ideas put forward.  JH is to raise this at the contract review meeting on the 28th August 2004.
